Foundation Connect 
includes engagement in Mathematics and academic courses to give students a broader foundation for future 
learning.

This programme aims to equip you with essential foundational knowledge, skills, and the confidence 
necessary to excel in your future Foundation studies. The accelerated one-year programme will offer 
successful students entry into the Victoria University of Wellington Foundation Studies programmes. 
PLP is an innovative educational initiative designed specifically for international students aged 14-17 
who have recently finished their junior high school education and aspire to study abroad.

The programme is marketed as Foundation Connect and the programme name is registered as 'Intensive General English Course' at NZQA. Pathways Link is registered as ‘Pathways Link - L1A and L1B (Level 1) (Training Scheme)’ at NZQA.

PROGRESSION REQUIREMENTS
