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Prize Draw Terms and Conditions
1. About

These Terms and Conditions relate to the prize draw for respondents to the 2026 Student
Services Fee Consultation Survey.

The Student Services Fee (SSF) funds non-academic services that support student wellbeing,
engagement, and success, such as health and counselling services, careers support, student
advocacy, the student association, clubs, and recreation. More information about the SSF, what
you're charged, and what services are currently funded, can be found here.

The survey aims to understand what students think about the SSF, whether it feels fair and good
value, what matters most if choices have to be made, and how the University explains how the
fee is used. Feedback will be considered as part of the University’s consultation and
decision-making about the SSF price for 2027 and allocation if additional money is available.

2. Promoter
The Promoter is Te Herenga Waka—YVictoria University of Wellington.
3. Eligibility

Participation in this promotion is limited to students enrolled at Te Herenga Waka—Victoria
University of Wellington who have completed the Student Services Fee Consultation Survey.

4. Promotional Period

The promotion commences on Tuesday 30 June 2026 at 9.00am and closes on Sunday 12 July
2026 at 11.59pm (New Zealand Time).

5. How to Enter

Students who complete the Student Services Fee Consultation Survey and submit a prize draw
entry form during the promotional period and will be entered into the prize draw.

o Entry is limited to one entry per eligible student.
e No entries will be accepted after the survey closes.

e Students must provide a name, email address and their Student ID number to confirm
eligibility.

Note: Duplicate entries will be deleted. Student ID numbers will be checked, only entries with a
valid Student ID number will be eligible to win a prize.



6. The Draw
The prizes on offer are;

e 3 x 710ml Owala water bottles

e 2 x The Lab coffee cards (value $70)
e 2 x Swimsuit coffee cards (value $70)
e 5 x VUW branded t-shirts.

Following the close of the survey, the Survey Manager will remove any duplicate entries based
on Student ID number or email address. Twelve responses will then be randomly selected using a
random number generator. Two colleagues will witness the draw. The twelve winning entries will
be checked to ensure selected respondents were eligible to enter (i.e. the Student ID number is
valid and matches the name provided). If any selected respondent was ineligible to enter the
draw, then the selection will be discarded, and a new survey response will be drawn at random.
The selected respondents will be the Prize Winners.

Prizes will be awarded as drawn in the order the prizes are listed above. The first three entries
drawn will win the water bottles, the next four will win the coffee cards, and the final five will win
the t-shirts.

6. How to Claim

Prize Winners will be notified by email to the email address provided. The University will provide a
minimum of two attempts to contact the Prize Winner by email to their email address. Prize
Winners must respond to the notification email and either:

e arrange collection of the prize from the Kelburn or Pipitea campus, or
e provide a valid postal address for the prize to be sent to them.
7. Time to Claim
Prizes must be claimed within two weeks of the Prize Winner being notified.
If a prize is not claimed within this timeframe, the Promoter may redraw the prize or cancel it.
