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During the Second World War, the exiled Czechoslovak army contained Czechs, Slovaks, Hungarians, Jews and anti-fascist Germans. They understood Nazi Germany as their enemy, but were less clear which Czechoslovakia were fighting for. The mental world of Czechoslovak officers viewed Czechs and Slovaks as the state-forming ethnic group, ignoring the subordinate Hungarian and German. The assassination of Reinhard Heydrich, symbolically carried about by the Czech / Moravian Jan Kubiš and Slovak Jozef Gabčík. Soldiers of German origin, because of their bilingualism, could operate in the Sudetenland or organize operations directly in the Third Reich. Czechoslovak intelligence officers promised such operations to their British allies, yet refused to cooperate with German exiles from Czechoslovakia. This paper explores how such nationalists views influenced operational activities.
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
