In essence, cultural competence equips individuals with the tools, while cultural responsiveness focuses on their practical application. The former can serve as a foundational framework for the latter (Beaulieu & Jimenez‐Gomez, 2022).
This category merges the principles of general cultural competence with the specific integration of tikanga Māori values and practices, while also aligning with the principles of Te Tiriti o Waitangi. It ensures Māori perspectives and rights are represented meaningfully in research and professional contexts. This dual approach supports the development of global cultural awareness while cultivating a deep, localized understanding of Māori frameworks. By blending these aspects, the category builds a robust foundation for practices that are both ethically responsible and culturally inclusive, celebrating diversity while prioritizing equity and respect in academic and professional fields.

In addition, it includes conducting literature reviews, which are vital for: identifying existing research on a given topic, recognizing trends or patterns within a field, summarizing empirical findings to support evidence-based practice, developing new frameworks and theories, and pinpointing areas needing further investigation (Paré et al., 2015). A literature review may be part of a broader research project or a standalone research endeavour (Turner, 2023).
