1. Demonstrate performer techniques and perform as a competent ensemble 
musician and as a soloist 
2. Demonstrate memorisation of specified tunes from the first year repertoire 
(melody and chords) 
3. Transcribe and perform prescribed solos 
4. Recognise and play on the keyboard; common chords, common chord progressions and 
simple melodies. 
5. Demonstrate competency on percussion in Afro-Cuban and Brazilian musical 
contexts and percussion ensembles (drummers only). 
 

 
EXPECTED WORKLOAD 
A 30-point full-year performance paper should requre at least 300 hours work. This means that in 
term time, the midterm breaks and study weeks you should be prepared to spend an average of at 
least 8 hours a week attending lessons, classes, workshops or rehearsals as appropriate, and 
practising. 
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PAPER CONTENT 
Individual weekly lessons covering technique and jazz style, reading and scale knowledge. Weekly 
performance workshops involving opportunities to engage in performance and criticism.
