Richard di Rosa is a major figure in the contemporary art world. He is a sculptor
from Séte, nicknamed "Buddy" in reference to Buddy Holly. He is one of the leading
artists in the French Figuration Libre movement which in the 1980s initiated the
revitalisation of painting and sculpture. He is a visual artist who seeks absolute and
shared sensory experiences. He has maintained a constant aesthetic dialogue with
the masters of sculptures such as Calder, César or Miro, and presents a body of work
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that is uninhibited, often borrowing from comic strips, pop art, punk and rock music
and from the graphic style of comics.

His works can be seen in the collections of La Cite de la musique in Paris, and at
the Paul Valery Museum in Sé¢te. He received a knighthood in arts and letters in
2021, has exhibited in the USA since 1983 and is established internationally in
Ghana, Belgium, Thailand, Korea, Columbia and the Netherlands.
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
